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EXPRESSION OF INTEREST IN CLINICS
Firstly some background information for those new to Horse Safety Australia (formerly Association for Horsemanship Safety and Education):
· Our clinics normally consist of four days and evenings of practical sessions assessing your skills in communication in teaching horsemanship skills to groups of riders.    We concentrate on safety, risk management and effectiveness in delivery of information, be it ‘directing the traffic’, or instructions relating to skill development.   As the Education Department guidelines in each state specify the need for qualified instructors for horse programmes dealing with students, and the Australian Horse Industry Council’s Code of Practice for horse activities requires guides/Instructors to have some sort of qualification for what they are doing;  I would encourage all who are engaged in these areas to gain appropriate accreditation.  

· Horse Safety Australia accreditation is recognised throughout Australia, and is linked with the Outdoor Recreation Training Package delivered by TAFEs and private providers.  

· Accreditation requires that you hold a current recognised (senior or Level II) First Aid Certificate. 

· In addition to a Certificate for your Horse Safety Australia  qualification, Statements of Attainment will be available through the clinic for units achieved within Certificates II to IV of the Outdoor Recreation Training Package.  

Costs and involvement:

The current (same as 2008) cost for most clinics is $990 (including $90 GST) per person.  An additional charge of $110 per site is made for the templates for running a horse operation, supplied through the clinic process. The WA clinic are approximately $110 more, due to distances to be travelled by our staff.
Clinics usually run from the first evening (depending on the site/numbers etc.) to teatime on day 5 (assuming the day you start at 7.30 pm is day one!), with every night involving some session as well through the days.  The fees cover full board, supply of suitable horses, workbooks for some of the Outdoor Recreation units, plus many useful documents to help with risk management at your site etc., and three years accreditation with Horse Safety Australia at your achieved level. (Please note that accreditation is not guaranteed, but assessments will be fair and appropriate to the industry.)  Statements of Attainment are a ‘once off’ process, and will be recognised by TAFEs and other Registered Training Organisations.

Clinics are held in each of Qld, NSW, Vic and SA each year. Now beginning in WA also.
In addition, sites may want to organise a clinic at their place.  See “Planning a Clinic” for information of how to go about this, and let  the office know ASAP if you would like to run one, so we can arrange the dates to suit our staff. For this you will need to have a site with catering provided, accommodation for 12- 15 people, with sleeping areas for males and females, and a separate place to house the clinic staff; a minimum of 15 horses suitable to teach beginner riders (simulated beginners that is!).  Please contact the office to discuss the possibilities.
